THE STORY

Set on the same rocky plateau as Saint-Emilion and Pomerol,
overlooking the magnificent Dordogne valley, the area was
formerly nicknamed ‘Miracle Hills" on account of the superb
wines produced here. The vineyard of Chateau le Puy is the
second-highest point in the Gironde department. The bulk of
the current Chéteau was built in 1832 by our ancestor
Barthélemy Amoreau, but the oldest sections date from the
early seventeenth century.
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
